This is a program for
the transitions that must be constantly evaluated
and reformulated according to the
circumstances.

To build organization means to create
an organizational structure as a means to carry
out the program. Existing organizations should
be strengthened, evolving consistently and
becoming into appropriate and consistent ways
in line with the needs of the movement. It is
also important to incorporate to unions the non-
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union workers and incorporate them into united
struggle.

In all countries there are social sectors
at fight. The working class has the duty to hoist
the flags of the present, such as the defense of
natural resources, especially the water and the
environment. It is also relevant to support the
struggle for social and political rights of
peoples and communities.

The soul of our movement is his
conscience. It is therefore necessary to develop
the concept of working culture, referring to the
culture of the labor movement. The purpose is
to develop the consciousness of the workers to
raise the trade union awareness to the level of
class consciousness.

To practice international proletarian
solidarity is an important means to achieve
class identity that allows us to assume unified
actions.

In the class struggle, any struggle is
political. Characteristically, the capital and the
state always opposite to the labor movement
and repress it. It is necessary therefore to
proceed tactically assessing with the best
accuracy the relative strengths, bearing in mind
that the most important thing is to preserve,
within the movement, the future of it.

This means that the fight is won in the
preparations and the workers' struggle is an
ongoing battle that doesn’t win in a single act or
immediately. The future of the movement has in
the organization of workers their main
stronghold. Therefore, under any circumstances
is relevant to keep the organization to be able to
continue class struggle.

But the use of this
medium requires a high level of political
responsibility, both to do it successfully
possible as to avoid losing effect.

The movement's political leadership
needs to incorporate the best workers, to avoid
bureaucratization. At all times, the
representatives should be accountable having
the workers the right to revoke the mandate.

For workers in the world is essential to avoid
improvisation of our movement. Spontaneity
is against our class interests. It is therefore
important to proceed with precise definitions,
framed in the political tasks of our time. That
is, in basic references that unity the will and
strength of the proletariat.
